Flame in the oven can be smo-
thered completely by closing the
oven door and turning the oven



off or by using a multi-purpose
dry chemical or foam-type fire
extinguisher,

Place the oven rack in the de-
sired position while the oven is
cool. If racks must be handled
when hot, do not let pot holder
contact the heating elements.
Do not use aluminum foil to line
surface unit drip bowls or oven
bottoms or oven bottoms, except
as suggested in the manual. im-
proper installation of these liners
may resuit in a risk of electric
shock, and/or fire.

Safety for children

WARNING: Stepping, leaning or
sitting on the door or drawers of
this range can result in serious
injuries and also cause damage
to the range. Do not allow child-
ren to climb or play around the
range. The weight of a child on
an open door may cause the
range to tip, resulting in serious
burns or other injury.

Ensure that the fuse rating is
correct.

Do not operate the appliance
barefooted.

Safety when working with gas

/N WARNING: To reduce the
risk of personal injury in the
event of a grease fire, observe
the following:

Smother flames with a close-
fitting lid, cookie sheet, or metal
tray, then turn off the burner.
Exercise caution to prevent
burns. If the flames do not go
out immediately, evacuate and
call the fire department.

Never pick up a flaming pan—
You may be burned.

Do not use water, including wet
rags

Or towels—a violent steam ex-
plosion will result.

Make certain that gas shutoff
valve and all burner controls are
in the OFF position before be-
ginning.

Use an extinguisher only if:

1) You know you have a CLASS ABC
extinguisher and you already know
how to operate it.

2) The fire is small and contained in
the area where it started.
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3) The fire department is being
called.
4) The fire does not obstruct your
escape route.
e Any works on gas equipment
and systems may only be carried
out by authorized qualified per-
Sons.
"Prior to the installation, ensure
that the local distribution condi-
tions (nature of the gas and gas
pressure) and the adjustment of
the appliance are compatible.”
e "This appliance is not connected
to a combustion products evac-
uation device. It shall be in-
stalled and connected in accor-
dance with current installation
regulations. Particular attention
shall be given to the relevant re-
quirements regarding ventila-
tion;" See Before installation.

o /N "CAUTION: "The use of gas
cooking appliance results in the
production of heat and moisture
in the room in which it is in-
stalled.

Gas appliances and systems
must be regularly checked for
proper functioning. Please ar-
range for annual maintenance.
Clean the gas burners regularly.
The flames should be blue and
burn evenly.

Good combustion is required in
gas appliances. In case of in-
complete combustion, carbon
monoxide (CO) might develop.
Carbon monoxide is a colorless,
odorless and very toxic gas,
which has a lethal effect even in
very small doses.

Request information about gas
emergency telephone numbers
and safety measures in case of
gas smell from you local gas
provider.

The appliance and its individual
shut-off valve must be discon-
nected from the gas supply pip-
ing system during any pressure
testing of that system at test
pressures in excess of 1/2 psi
(3.5 kPa).

The appliance must be isolated
from the gas supply piping sys-
tem by closing its individual ma-
nual shutoff valve during any
pressure testing of the gas
supply piping system at test
pressures equal to or less than
1/2 psi (3.5 kPa).

Hob burners will not automati-
cally re-ignite in the event of
power failure and unignited gas
will still be expelled from the
burners. Switch off burners im-
mediately whenever a power
failure occurs.

Intended use

/N WARNING: Use this ap-
pliance only for its intended use
as described n this manual.
NEVER use this appliance as a
space heater to heat or warm a
room. Doing so may result in
carbon monoxide poisoning and
overheating the appliance. Never
use the appliance for storage.
This appliance should not be
used for warming the plates un-
der the broil, hanging towels and
dish cloths on the handles, for
drying and the space heating
pUrposes.

All openings in the wall behind
the appliance and in the floor
under the appliance shall be
sealed.

This appliance is not intended to
use at mobile homes, recrea-
tional vehicles.

/N WARNING: Do not obstruct
the flow of ventilation air.

The manufacturer shall not be
held liable for any damage
caused by improper use or han-
dling errors.

Disposal
Packaging material

DANGER:
Risk of suffocation by the packaging mate-

guidance marks that are printed on the carton.

erify the general appearance of your
equipment by identifying possible dam-
age during the transportation.

To prevent the wire shelf and tray inside the
oven from damaging the oven door, place a
strip of cardboard onto the inside of the oven
door that lines up with the position of the trays.
Tape the oven door to the side walls.

If you do not have the original carton

Pack the appliance in bubble wrap or thick
cardboard and tape it securely in order to pre-
vent damage during transportation.



A Installation

To ensure that critical air gaps are maintained

under the appliance, we recommend that this

appiiance is mounted on a solid base and that

the fest do not sink into any carpet or soft floor-

ing.

The kitchen floor must be able to carry the

weight of the appliance plus the additional weight

of cookware and bake ware and food.

e |fan appliance hood is to befitted, refer to
the manufacturer's instructions regarding
fixing height.

e The appliance corresponds to device class 1,

i.e. it may be placed with the rear and one
side to kitchen walls, kitchen furniture or
equipment of any size. The kitchen furniture
or equipment on the other side may only be
of the same size or smaller.

e Any kitchen furniture next to the appliance
must be heat-resistant (212°F/100°C min.).

Room ventilation

The air for combustion is taken from the room air
and the exhaust gases are emitted directly into
the room.

Good room ventilation is essential for safe opera-
tion of your appliance. If there is no window or
door avaiiable for room ventilation, an extra
ventilation must be instalied.

Do not install this appliance in a room below
ground ltevel unless it is open to ground level on
at least one side, Fatlure to install correctly is
dangerous and could resuli in prosecution.
Profonged intensive use of the appliance may call
for additional ventilation, for example the opening
of a window, or the use of permanent fixed
mechanical ventilation system, for example, an
extractor fan or cooker hood that ventilates to the

Be sure your appliance is properly insialied and
grounded hy a qualified technician in accordance
wiih the National Fusl Gas Code ANSI 7223.-
latast edition, or in Canada, CAN/CGA B14G.1,
and CAN/CGA B149.2, and National Electrical
Code ANSI/NFPA No.70 - latest edition, or in
Canada CSA Standard C22.1, Canadian Electrical
Code, Part 1 and local code requirements.

Installation and connection

IMPORTANT:

Do not install the appliance next to refrigera-
ors or freezers. The heat emitted by the
appliance will lead to an increased energy
consumption of cooling appliances.

e  Forinstallation the appliance must be con-
nected in accordance with all local electrical
and/or gas regulations.

CAUTION:

Use caution when reaching behind or under
appliance.

e Do not use the oven (if equipped) for sto-
rage.

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NOTICE: Material damage!

Do not place other items on the top of the
lappliance. The appliance must be transported
upright. The door and/or handle must not be
used for lifting or moving the appliance. Take
care not to touch the oven heating element
also located at the top of the oven cavity, just
behind the ridged area. It is recommended to
wear gloves and long sleeves to protect hands
and forearms from abrasion and potential
scratches during the lifting process. It is also
recommended to take off watches and jewelry
and to wear work shoes during installation for
foot protection. Remove the oven door for
easier handling and installation.

e The appliance must be placed directly on
the floor. It must not be placed onto a base
or a pedestal.

How to move the appliance

Movement of your appliance is most easily
achieved by lifting the front as indicated in the
drawing. Open the oven door sufficiently to allow
a comfortable and safe grip on the underside of
the oven roof avoid causing any damage to the
grill element or any internal parts of the oven. Do
not move by pulling on the door handle or knabs.
Move the appliance a bit at a time until placed in
the position required.

Clearances & Dimensions

Dimensions that are shown in figure must be
used. Given dimensions provide minimum clear-
ance. There needs to be a 30-inch (762mm)
minimum clearance between the top of the
cooking surface and the bottom of unprotected

wood or metal cabinets or a 24-inch (609mm)
minimum when bottom of wood or metal cabi-
nets are protected by not less than a 1/4-inch

Tips for saving energy

Seasoning with lemon juice and black pep-
per will improve the cooking performance
when cooking a whole chicken, turkey or a
large piece of meat.

Meat with bones takes about 15 to 30
minutes longer before it is cooked than a
roast of the same size without bones.

You should calculate about 4 to 5 minutes
cooking time per centimeter height of the
meat.

Let meat rest in the oven for about 10
minutes after the cooking time. The juice is
better distributed all over the roast and does
not run out when the meat is cut.
