4 Start-up

4.1 Switching on the appliance

5.5 SabbathMode

This function meets the religious requirements of the
Sabbath or Jewish festivals. Turn on SabbathMode to
switch off certain controls.

The thawing cycle only
operates at the specified time without taking refrigerator
use into account. After a power outage, the appliance
automatically switches back to SabbathMode.

5.6 Freezing food

The top drawer can hold up to 11.02 Ibs (5 kg); the other
drawers can each hold up to 55.12 Ibs (25 kg).

Each plate can hold 77.16 Ibs (35 kg) of frozen food.

After the door is closed, a vacuum is created. After closing
the door, wait about 1 minute, then the door is easier to
open.

5.9 SuperFrost

With this function you can rapidly freeze fresh
food through to the core. The appliance works
with maximum refrigerating performance. The
sound of the refrigeration unit may be temporarily
louder as a result.

Depending on how much fresh food is to be frozen you
must switch SuperFrost on in advance - for a small
amount of food to be frozen, about 6 hours, for the
maximum amount about 24 hours before putting the food
in.

Package the food and place it inside across as wide an
area as possible. Do not bring food that is to be frozen into
contact with products that are already frozen to prevent
these items from starting to thaw.

You do not need to switch SuperFrost on in the following
cases:

- when placing frozen food in the freezer

- when freezing up to about 2 kg of fresh food a day

5.9.1 Freezing with SuperFrost

P Briefly press the SuperFrost button Fig. 2 (5) once.

> The SuperFrost symbol Fig. 2 (6) lights up.

> The freezing temperature drops and the appliance
operates at its maximum refrigeration power rating.

5.15 Freezer pack

The freezer packs prevent the temperature from rising too
fast when power failures occur.

5.15.1 Using freezer packs

P Put the frozen freezer packs in
the top front area of the freezer
compartment on top of the
frozen food.

5.16 IceMaker

The IceMaker is located in the fifth drawer compartment
from the top. The drawer is labeled “IceMaker”.

Make sure that the following conditions are fulfilled:

- The minimum freezer temperature is 14 °F (-10 °C).

- The IceMaker is connected to the water supply.

- All air was bled from the waterline before starting the
icemaker.

5.16.2 Producing ice cubes

The production capacity depends on the freezer tempera-
ture. The lower the temperature, the more ice cubes can
be produced in a certain period.

The production capacity is 90- 100 ice cubes in 24 hours
at a freezing temperature of 0 °F (-18 °C).

To have the maximum capacity of approx. 130 ice cubes
in 24 hours, activate the SuperFrost Function. Be aware
that this increases the energy consumption because the
compressor will run constantly.

The ice cubes fall out of the IceMaker into the drawer.
When the ice cubes reach a certain height in the drawer,
no more ice cubes can be produced. The IceMaker will
not fill the drawer to the top.

Evenly distribute the ice cubes in the drawer in order to
increase the filling capacity.

If large quantities of ice cubes are required, the complete
IceMaker drawer can be swapped with the neighboring
drawer. When you close the drawer, the IceMaker auto-
matically restarts production.

When the IceMaker is switched on for the first time, it may
take up to 24 hours for the first ice cubes to be produced.

6 Maintenance

6.1 Replacing the water filter

When used as indicated, the water filter should be
replaced at least every 6 months or whenever you notice a
considerable decrease in the flow rate.

The used water filter contains activated carbon and can
be disposed of with normal household waste.

To remove the old water filter:

» Pull out the tray Fig. 8 (1), if necessary.

This function meets the religious requirements of the
Sabbath or Jewish festivals.

The thawing cycle only
operates at the specified time without taking refrigerator
use into account. After a power outage, the appliance
automatically switches back to SabbathMode.

5.5 Fridge compartment

The natural circulation of air in the refrigerator compart-
ment results in zones differing in temperature. It is coldest
directly above the plate separating off the BioFresh zone
and at the rear wall. It is warmest at the top front of the
compartment and in the door.

5.5.1 Refrigerating food

5.5.2 Setting the temperature

The temperature depends on the following factors:

the number of times the door is opened

The duration the door is opened

the room temperature of the installation location
the type, temperature and amount of food.

The temperature can be set from 48 °F (9 °C) to 37 °F
(3 °C). Recommended temperatures are 39 °F (4 °C).

5.6 BioFresh compartment

The BioFresh compartment allows you to store certain
fresh foods for a longer period of time in comparison to
conventional refrigeration systems.

Food with a “use by” date must still be consumed by the
date indicated on the package.

If temperatures drop below 32 °F (0 °C), foods can freeze
solid.

The taste, freshness, and nutritional value (vitamin B and
C groups) of the food are preserved to a large extent. Fruit
and vegetables spoil less quickly and lose less water, and
food remains fresher and more wholesome.

5.6.1 DrySafe

The DrySafe is suitable for storing dry or packaged food
(such as dairy products, meat, fish, and sausage). The
DrySafe provides a relatively dry storage environment.

5.6.2 Fruit & Vegetable-Safe

The humidity level in the Fruit & Vegetable-Safe depends
on the moisture content of the food inside and on how
often the compartment is opened. You can adjust the
humidity yourself.

With the high humidity setting, the Fruit & Vegetable-Safe
is suitable for storing loose-leaf lettuce, vegetables, and
fruit with a high moisture content. When the drawer is full,
this creates a cool, fresh environment.

6.1 Thawing

6.1.1 Defrosting the refrigerator

8.1 Vacation Tips

Short vacations: If you will be away for less than four
weeks
P Use all perishables.

Long vacations: If you will be away for a month or more
» Remove all food from the appliance.

» Turn OFF the appliance.

» Clean the appliance (see 6.2 Cleaning the appliance) .
P Leave the door open to prevent unpleasant odors.

> This will also keep mold from building up.

8.2 Switching off the appliance

» Press and hold down the On/Off button Fig. 3 (7) for
approx. 2 seconds.

> A long beep sounds. The temperature display is dark.
The appliance is switched off.

> If the device does not switch off, the child safety feature
is enabled (see 5.2 Child-proof lock) .

8.3 Decommissioning

» Empty the appliance.
P Switch off the appliance (see 8 Putting appliance out of

service) .

P Clean the appliance (see 6.2 Cleaning the
appliance) .

P Leave the door open to prevent bad smells.

9 Disposing of the appliance

Follow the local regulations for the disposal of appliances.
Old appliances can be dangerous. Contact the local
refuse collection department for additional information.

A DANGER

There is a risk of suffocation.

Children playing can shut themselves in and suffocate.

P Take the door(s) off.

» Remove the drawers.

P Leave the storage shelves in the appliance so that chil-
dren cannot easily climb into the appliance.

A WARNING

Danger of electric shock.

P Cut off the plug from the power cord and discard.

P Cut off the power cord from the discarded appliance.
Dispose of separately from the appliance.

Ensure during and after disposal that the appliance isn't
stored in the vicinity of gasoline or other flammable vapors
and liquids.

When disposing of the appliance, ensure that the refriger-
ation circuit is not damaged to prevent uncontrolled
escape of the refrigerant it contains (data on type plate)
and oil.
