They con-
tain important information on safety, installation, use, and mainte-
nance. This is to protect yourself from injury, and from damaging
your refrigeration appliance.

Miele expressly and strongly advises that you read and follow the
instructions in the chapter on installing the refrigeration appliance,
as well as the IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS.

Miele cannot be held liable for injury or damage caused by non-
compliance with these instructions.

Keep these instructions in a safe place and pass them on to any
future owner.

Appropriate use

This appliance is intended for use in the home and similar environ-
ments.
This appliance is not intended for use outdoors, in damp environ-
ments or in places exposed to rain.

This refrigeration appliance is intended for domestic use only for
the cool storage of food and drink.
Any other usage is at the owner’s risk and could be dangerous.



IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

» This refrigeration appliance is not suitable for storing and keeping
cool medicines, blood plasma, laboratory preparations, or other simi-
lar substances or products that are subject to the Medical Device Di-
rective. Incorrect use of the refrigeration appliance for such purposes
may cause deterioration of the items stored. The refrigeration appli-
ance is also not suitable for use in areas where there is a risk of ex-
plosion.

Miele cannot be held liable for damage resulting from incorrect or
improper use or operation.

» This refrigeration appliance may only be used by people (including
children) with reduced physical, sensory, or mental capabilities or
lack of experience and knowledge if they are supervised while using
it.

The refrigeration appliance may only be used by these people with-
out supervision if they have been shown how to use it in a safe way
and recognize and understand the consequences of incorrect opera-
tion.

Technical safety

The coolant circuit has been checked for leaks. The refrigeration
appliance complies with statutory and regulatory requirements..

This refrigeration appliance contains the coolant Isobutane
(R600a), a natural gas which is environmentally friendly. Although it is
combustible, it does not damage the ozone layer and does not con-
tribute to the greenhouse effect.

The use of this coolant has, however, led to a slight increase in the
noise level of the appliance. In addition to the noise of the compres-
sor, you might be able to hear the coolant flowing around the cooling
circuit. Unfortunately, this cannot be avoided, but it does not affect
the performance of the refrigeration appliance.

When transporting and installing the refrigeration appliance, ensure
that no parts of the cooling circuit are damaged. Splashes of coolant
can damage the eyes.

In the event of damage:

Avoid open flames or anything which creates a spark.

Disconnect the refrigeration appliance from the power supply.

Ventilate the room where the refrigeration appliance is located for
several minutes.

Contact Miele Customer Service.

The more coolant there is in a refrigeration appliance, the larger
the room it should be installed in. In the event of a leakage, if the ap-
pliance is in a small room, there is the danger of a combustible gas/
air mixture building up. For every 11 g of coolant, at least 1 m® of
room space is required. The amount of coolant in the refrigeration
appliance is stated on the data plate inside the appliance.



IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

» To avoid the risk of damage to the appliance, make sure that the
connection data (fuse rating, frequency and voltage) on the data
plate corresponds to the household supply.

Check that this is the case before connecting the appliance. Consult
a qualified electrician if in any doubt.

» The electrical safety of the appliance can only be guaranteed
when correctly grounded. It is essential that this standard safety re-
quirement is met. If in any doubt please have the electrical installa-
tion tested by a qualified electrician.

» Reliable and safe operation of this appliance can only be assured
if it has been connected to the electricity supply.

» If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a Miele au-
thorized technician in order to protect the user from harm.

» Do not connect the appliance to the electrical supply with a power
bar or extension cord. These are a fire hazard and do not guarantee
the required safety of the appliance.

» If moisture gets into electrical components or into the power cord,
it could cause a short circuit. Therefore, do not operate the machine
in areas where there may be moisture or splashing water (e.g.,
garages, laundry rooms).

» This appliance must not be installed and operated in mobile in-
stallations (e.g. on a ship).

» Do not use a damaged appliance. It could be dangerous. Check
the appliance for visible signs of damage.

» For safety reasons, this appliance may only be used after it has
been built in.

» During installation, side-by-side heater installation, maintenance
and repair work, the appliance must be disconnected from the elec-
trical power supply. It is only completely isolated from the electricity
supply when:

- the circuit breaker has been tripped, or

- the screw-type fuses on the electrical service panel have been re-
moved or

- the power cord has been unplugged. Pull on the plug and not on
the cord when removing it from the outlet.

» Installation, repair, and maintenance work should only be per-
formed by a Miele-authorized service technician.

Work by unqualified persons could be dangerous and may void the
warranty.

» Any manufacturer's warranty will be void if the appliance is not re-
paired by a Miele approved service technician.

» Defective components should only be replaced by Miele original
parts. Only with these parts can the manufacturer guarantee the
safety of the appliance.

Correct use

» The appliance is designed for use within a certain climate range
(ambient temperatures), and should not be used outside this range.
The climate range for your appliance is stated on the data plate in-
side the appliance. Installing it in a room with too low an ambient
temperature, e.g. a garage, will lead to the appliance switching off
for longer periods so that it cannot maintain the required tempera-
ture.

» WARNING! DANGER of overheating! Do not cover or block the air
vents. This can impair the efficiency of the appliance, increase the
power consumption and cause damage to the appliance.

» If storing food which contains a lot of fat or oil in the appliance,
make sure that it does not come into contact with plastic compo-
nents as this could cause stress cracks or break the plastic.

» Risk of fire and explosion. Do not store any explosive materials or
products containing flammable propellants (e.g., spray cans) in the
appliance. Electrical components can cause flammable mixes of
gases to ignite.



IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

» Risk of explosion. Do not operate any electrical equipment (e.qg.,
an electric ice-cream maker) inside the refrigeration appliance. Risk
of sparking and explosion.

» When eating stored food, there is a danger of food poisoning.
Storage times will depend on several factors, including the freshness
and quality of the food, as well as the temperature at which it is
stored. Observe the manufacturer's “use-by” dates and storage in-
structions.

» Use only genuine original Miele parts. If parts or accessories from
other manufacturers are used, the warranty may become invalid.

Cleaning and maintenance

» Do not use any oil or grease on the door seals.
They can cause the seals to deteriorate over time.

» Never use a steam cleaner to clean the appliance.
The steam can reach the electrical components and cause a short
circuit.

» Sharp edged or pointed objects will damage the evaporator, caus-
ing irreversible damage to the appliance. Do not use sharp edged or
pointed objects to

- remove frost or ice,
- separate frozen foods or remove ice trays.

» Never place electric heaters or candles in the appliance to defrost
it. These can damage the plastic parts.

» Do not use defrosting sprays or de-icers, as they could contain
substances which could damage the plastic parts or which might
cause the build-up of gases and pose a danger to health.

Transport

» To avoid damage to the appliance, always transport it upright and
in its packaging.

» Risk of injury and damage. The refrigeration appliance is very
heavy and must be transported by 2 people.

Disposal of your old appliance

» Children could become trapped in the machine and could suffo-
cate.

- Remove the machine doors.
- Remove the drawers.

- Leave the adjustable shelves in the machine so children cannot
climb inside.

» DANGER of electric shock!
- Cut the plug off the power cord.
- Cut the power cord off the old appliance.
» Dispose of them separately from the appliance.

» Ensure that the appliance is not stored in the vicinity of gasoline or
inflammable gases and liquids during and after disposal.

» Make sure that the coolant pipework is not damaged during dis-
posal to avoid uncontrolled leakage of oil and coolant (see data plate
for coolant type).

» If your old refrigeration appliance has a door lock, destroy it. This
will prevent the risk of children playing accidentally locking them-
selves in and endangering their lives.

» Splashes of coolant can cause damage to the eyes. Be careful not
to damage any part of the pipework while awaiting disposal, e.g. by

- puncturing the coolant channels in the evaporator,
- kinking any pipework,
- scratching the surface coating.

Symbol on the compressor (depending on model)

This information is only relevant for recycling. There is no risk during normal oper-
ation.

» The oil in the compressor can be fatal if swallowed or if it pene-
trates the airways.

Caring for the environment

Disposal of packaging material

The packaging is designed to protect
the appliance from damage during
transportation. The packaging materials
used are selected from materials which
are environmentally friendly for disposal
and should be recycled.

Ensure that any plastic wrappings,
bags, etc. are disposed of safely and
kept out of the reach of children. Return
the packaging to your dealer.

Disposing of your old appli-
ance

Electronic and electrical appliances
contain many valuable materials. They
also contain certain materials, com-
pounds, and components which were
essential for their correct functioning
and safety. These could be hazardous
to your health and to the environment if
disposed of with general waste or if
handled incorrectly. Please do not,
therefore, dispose of your old appliance
with general waste.

Instead, please make use of officially
designated collection and disposal
points to dispose of and recycle electri-
cal and electronic appliances. By law,
you are solely responsible for deleting
any personal data from the appliance
prior to disposal.

Take care not to damage your refrigera-
tion appliance’s pipework before or dur-
ing transportation to an authorized col-
lection depot.

This is to ensure that coolant in the
cooling circuit and oil in the compressor
is contained, and will not leak into the
environment.

Please ensure that your old appliance
poses no risk to children while being
stored for disposal. For additional infor-
mation, see “IMPORTANT SAFETY IN-
STRUCTIONS” in these operating and
installation instructions.

The drawers, and shelves
are arranged as they were
when the appliance was de-
livered.

Only open the door when
necessary and for as short a
time as possible. Store food
in an organized way.

Frequent opening of the
door for long periods will
cause a loss of coldness.
The appliance will try to cool
down and the compressor
will run for longer periods.

When shopping, use a
cooler bag and place the
food in the appliance as
soon as possible.

Replace any food removed
as quickly as possible, be-
fore it warms up too much.
Allow hot food and drinks to
cool down before placing
them in the appliance.

Hot food or food at room
temperature raises the tem-
perature inside the refrigera-
tion appliance. The appli-
ance will try to cool down
and the compressor will run
for longer periods.

Store food well packaged or
covered.

The evaporation or conden-
sation of liquids in the refrig-
erator section will cause a
loss of coldness.

Place frozen food in the re-
frigerator section to defrost.

Do not overfill the appliance
in order to allow the air to
circulate.

Poor air circulation will
cause a loss of coldness.

Switching on and off

Before first use

Packaging material

m Remove all packaging material from
the inside of the appliance.

Protective film

The stainless steel trim on the interior
shelves and door shelves in the appli-
ance has a layer of protective film to
prevent scratching in transit.

m Remove this protective film once the
appliance has been installed.

Cleaning the refrigerator

Please refer to the relevant instruc-
tions in “Cleaning and care”.

m Clean the inside of the appliance and
the accessories.

Operating the appliance

A light touch on the sensors is all that is
required to operate this appliance.

A tone will sound each time a sensor is
touched. You can deactivate this if you
wish (see “Selecting additional settings
- Audible signals”).

Switching on the appliance

Once the appliance is connected to the
electricity supply, the power supply
symbol -G will soon appear on the dis-

play.

m Touch the On/Off button.

The power connection symbol -& goes
out and the temperature appears in the
display.

The appliance starts cooling.

When the door is opened, the interior
lighting comes on and the LED lighting
on the shelves becomes brighter until it
reaches its maximum brightness.

To enable the temperature to get suf-
ficiently cold inside the appliance, al-
low the appliance to run for a few
hours before placing food in it.

If this does not work, the safety lock
is activated.

The temperature shown on the display
will go out and the power connection
symbol -G appears.

The interior lighting goes out and cool-
ing is switched off.

Switching off for longer peri-
ods of time

If, during a long absence, the refrig-
eration appliance is switched off but
not cleaned and the door(s) left shut,
there is a danger of bacteria building
up inside the appliance.

It is essential to clean the refrigera-
tion appliance.

If the refrigeration appliance is not go-
ing to be used for a longer period of
time, observe the following:

m Turn the appliance off.

m Unplug the appliance or trip the cir-
cuit breaker.

m Clean the refrigeration appliance and
leave the door ajar to air the appli-
ance and avoid odors building up in-
side.

The correct temperature

It is very important to set the correct
temperature for storing food in the ap-
pliance. Bacteria will cause food which
is not stored at the correct temperature
to deteriorate rapidly. Temperature influ-
ences the growth rate of these bacteria.
Reducing the temperature reduces their
growth rate.

The temperature in the appliance will
rise:

- the more often the appliance door is
opened and the longer it is kept open

- the more food that is stored in it

- the warmer the food is that is being
put into it

- the higher the ambient temperature
surrounding the refrigeration appli-
ance is. The appliance is designed
for use within specific ambient tem-
peratures (climate range). Do not use
in ambient temperatures for which it
is not designed

... in the refrigerator section
and in the PerfectFresh zone

We recommend a temperature of 39°F
(4°C) in the refrigerator section.

The temperature in the PerfectFresh
zone is controlled automatically, and is
maintained at 32°F to 37°F (0°C to
3°C).

Automatic cold air circulation (Dyna-
Cool)

The fan automatically turns on when the
cooling system for the refrigerator sec-
tion turns on. It distributes the tempera-
ture in the refrigerator section to all ar-
eas evenly so that all the food inside will
be chilled to about the same degree.

The correct temperature

Temperature display

In normal operation, the temperature
display shows the current average
refrigerator temperature.

Depending on the ambient temperature
and the temperature setting, it can take
the appliance a few hours to reach the
temperature required and for this tem-
perature to then be shown as a con-
stant temperature in the display.

Setting the temperature

m Use the two sensor buttons below
the display to set the temperature.

When you touch the sensor button

- The temperature decreases.

- The temperature increases.

The temperature value flashes while the
temperature is being set.

The following changes will be seen on
the display when the sensor buttons are
touched:

- With the first touch: The last temper-
ature set flashes.

- Each subsequent touch: The temper-
ature changes in 1° increments.

- Keeping your finger on the sensor
button: The temperature changes
continuously.

Approximately 5 seconds after the last
time a sensor button was touched, the
actual temperature inside the appliance
will automatically be displayed.

Or

m Touch the OK button to confirm the
selection.

If you have adjusted the temperature,
wait for approximately 6 hours if the
appliance is not very full and for ap-
proximately 24 hours if the appliance
is full before checking the temperature
display. It will take this long for an accu-
rate reading to be given.

m If, after this time, the temperature is
still too high or too low, adjust it
again.

Temperature range

The temperature in the refrigerator sec-
tion can be set between 37°F (3°C) and
49°F (9°C).



The correct temperature

Adjusting the temperature in
the PerfectFresh zone

In the PerfectFresh zone, the tempera-
ture is automatically maintained be-
tween 32°F (0°C) and 37°F (3°C). How-
ever, if you would like it to be warmer or
colder, e.g., when storing fish, you can
adjust the temperature slightly.

The default setting for the tempera-
ture in the PerfectFresh zone is 5.
Under certain circumstances, a set-
ting from 7 to Y can cause negative
temperatures to be reached. This can
cause food to freeze.

m Touch the settings button.
All symbols available for selection will

appear on the display and the & sym-
bol will flash.

m Touch the buttons for setting the tem-
perature (A or V') repeatedly until the
§7 symbol flashes on the display.

m Touch the OK button to confirm the
selection.

Door alarm

The refrigeration appliance is fitted with
a warning system to prevent energy be-
ing wasted and food becoming warm if
the appliance door is left open.

An alarm will sound if the door is left
open for too long. The alarm symbol /\
will light up.

The amount of time until the door alarm
is triggered depends on the setting se-
lected and can be either 2 minutes (fac-
tory default) or 4 minutes. However, the
door alarm can also be turned off (see
“Selecting additional settings — Audible
signals”).

As soon as the door is closed, the
alarm stops sounding and the alarm
symbol A\ disappears from the display.

If no alarm sounds even though there
is a door alarm, the alarm has been
turned off in settings mode (see “Se-
lecting additional settings — Audible
signals”).

Cancelling the door alarm

If the alarm is disturbing you, it can be
switched off.

m Touch the sensor to turn off the door
alarm.

The alarm will stop.
The alarm symbol /\ will continue to be
displayed until the door is closed.

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Storing food in the refrigerator section

Do not load more than a maximum of
35 Ib (16 kg) of food in the appliance
door.

& Risk of fire from electrical appli-
ances.

Operating electrical devices in the
appliance can cause sparks to form.
Do not operate any electrical devices
inside the appliance.

& Risk of explosion due to
flammable mixes of gases.

Electrical components can cause
flammable mixes of gases to ignite.
Do not store any explosive materials
or products containing flammable
propellants (e.g., spray cans) in the
appliance. The spray cans in ques-
tion can be identified by the contents
printed on the can or by a flame
symbol. Electrical components can
cause escaping gases to ignite.

& Risk of damage due to greasy or
oily foods.

If storing food which contains a lot of
fat or oil in the appliance or the door,
make sure that it does not come into
contact with plastic components as
this could cause stress cracks or
break the plastic.

Make sure that no fat or oil leaks
onto the plastic parts of the appli-
ance.

Different storage zones

Due to natural air circulation, there are
different temperature zones in the re-
frigerator section.
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Cold, heavy air sinks to the lowest sec-
tion of the refrigeration section. Make
use of the different zones when placing
food in the appliance.

Tip: To allow air to circulate efficiently,
do not pack food too closely together in
the refrigerator.

If there is insufficient air circulation,
the cooling performance will de-
crease and energy consumption will
increase.

Do not cover the fan in the rear wall
of the appliance.

Tip: Do not store food in such a way
that it touches the rear wall of the refrig-
erator section as it may freeze to the
rear wall.

This appliance has DynamicCooling,
which helps to keep an even tempera-
ture when the fan is running. When
DynamicCooling is turned on, the dif-
ference between the various zones is
less pronounced.

Warmest area

The warmest area in the refrigerator
section is in the top section of the door.
Use this for storing butter so that it re-
mains spreadable and cheese so that it
retains its flavor.

Coldest area

The coldest area in the refrigerator sec-
tion is directly above the dividing plate
of the PerfectFresh zone and against
the rear wall. However, inside the Per-
fectFresh zone is even colder.



Storing food in the refrigerator section

Use these areas in the refrigerator sec-
tion and in the PerfectFresh zone for all
delicate and highly perishable food,
e.g.:

- fish, meat, poultry,

- cold cuts

- dishes or baked goods containing
eggs or cream,

- fresh dough, cake mixtures, pizza or
pie dough,

Food which is not suitable for
storage in the refrigerator sec-
tion

Not all food is suitable for refrigeration
at temperatures below 41°F (5°C) be-
cause it is sensitive to cold. Depending
on the type of food, the appearance,
consistency, flavor, and/or vitamin con-
tent may be altered if stored at too cold
a temperature.

Foods which are sensitive to cold in-
clude:

- Pineapples, avocados, bananas,
pomegranates, mangoes, melons,
papayas, passion fruit, citrus fruits
such as lemons, oranges, mandarins,
grapefruits

- Fruit (which is not yet ripe)

- Eggplants, cucumbers, potatoes,
peppers, tomatoes, zucchini

- Hard cheeses (e.g., Parmesan)

Notes on buying food

The freshness of food when first placed
in the appliance is an important factor
in determining how long it stays fresh,

and how long it can be kept in the ap-
pliance.

Take into account the use-by date and
the correct storage temperature.

Time out of the refrigerator, e.g., trans-
porting food in a warm car, should be
kept to a minimum.

Tip: Take a cool bag when shopping,
and load food in the appliance as soon
as possible.

Storing food correctly

Food should generally be stored cov-
ered or packaged in the refrigerator
section (there are some exceptions to
this rule in the PerfectFresh zone - see
below). This will prevent food smells
from affecting other foods, food from
drying out, and also any cross-contami-
nation of bacteria. This is especially im-
portant for storing animal products.

The shelf life of food can be significantly
increased by setting the correct tem-
perature and maintaining good stan-
dards of hygiene.
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Storing food in the PerfectFresh zone

The PerfectFresh zone provides ideal
storage conditions for fruit, vegetables,
fish, meat, and dairy products. Food
stays fresh considerably longer while
retaining both flavor and vitamins.

The temperature in the PerfectFresh
zone is controlled automatically, and is
maintained at 32°F to 37°F (0°C to 3°C).
While lower than the temperature in a
standard refrigerator, this is the opti-
mum temperature range for storing
fresh food which is not sensitive to
cold. The deterioration process is de-
celerated at this temperature range so
food can be stored without loss of
freshness for considerably longer than
in a standard refrigerator.

The humidity level in the PerfectFresh
zone can also be regulated to suit the
food being stored. Food retains its own
moisture if stored at a higher humidity
and so does not dry out as quickly. This
allows it to stay crisp and fresh for
longer.

Remember that the fresher the food
when it is placed in the appliance, the
longer it will stay fresh.

Take food out of the PerfectFresh zone
approximately 30 to 60 minutes before
using it. The aroma and taste do not
fully develop until the food has
reached room temperature.
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The PerfectFresh zone is di-
vided into two compartments:

- The upper dry compartment has a
temperature of between 32°F and
37°F (0°C and 3°C). The humidity
level in this compartment is not in-
creased 0.

You should use this compartment to
store fish, meat, dairy products, and
any other type of food, as long as it is
packaged.

- The lower humidity-controlled com-
partment (or compartments, de-
pending on model) has a temperature
of 32°F to 37°F (0°C to 3°C). The hu-
midity can be kept at a reduced 6 or
increased 006 level by positioning the
slide control accordingly.

If the humidity level is increased, use
this compartment to store fruit and
vegetables.



Storing food in the PerfectFresh zone

Dry compartment 6

The dry compartment is suitable for
storing perishable foods such as:

- fresh fish and shellfish;
- meat and poultry;
- salads;

- dairy products such as yogurt,
cheese, cream, etc.;

- any type of food can in fact be stored
in this compartment, as long as it is
packaged.

The low temperature in the dry com-
partment is its most distinctive feature.
The humidity level is similar to that in a
conventional refrigerator.

Please note that foods rich in protein
deteriorate faster than others.

Shellfish, for example, deteriorate faster
than fish, and fish deteriorates faster
than meat.

For hygiene reasons, you should always
keep these foods covered or wrapped.

Humidity-controlled compart-
ment 6, 06

The humidity-controlled compartment
has a slide control which is used to reg-
ulate the humidity in this compartment.

Slide the control to the 6 or 66 humidity
setting.
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Storing food in the PerfectFresh zone

The following tips may help if you
find that food you have stored does
not keep well (for example, the food
wilts or becomes withered after only
a short storage time):

m Only place fresh food in the appliance

as the initial condition of the food is
crucial to maintaining freshness.

m Clean the compartments in the Per-
fectFresh zone before storing food in
them.

m Very wet food should be dried off be-
fore storing it.

m Do not store any food in the Perfect-
Fresh zone which is sensitive to cold
(see “Food which is not suitable for
storage in the refrigerator section”).

m For the type of food being stored, se-
lect the correct PerfectFresh com-
partment and the appropriate posi-

tion of the slide control for the humid-

ity-controlled compartment (reduced
or increased humidity).
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m An increased humidity level 66 in the
humidity-controlled compartment is
achieved by the moisture present in
the food being stored; i.e., the more
food stored in the compartment, the
higher the humidity.

If too much moisture has gathered on
the base of the compartment and this
is affecting the food, dry the com-
partment — particularly the base and
underneath the lid — with a cloth, and
place a rack or similar item in the
compartment so that excess moisture
can drain away.

If the humidity level becomes too low,
wrap the food in airtight packaging.

m If you think that the temperature in
the PerfectFresh zone is not correct,
try regulating it first by adjusting the
temperature in the refrigerator section
slightly (1-2°). To prevent frost dam-
age to food, a higher temperature
must be set if ice crystals begin to
form on the bases of the PerfectFresh
compartments.



Adjusting the interior fittings

Adjusting the door shelf/bottle
shelf

Tip: Only move the door shelves/bottle
shelves in the door when they are
empty.

m Push the door shelf/bottle shelf up-
ward, then remove it by pulling it for-
ward.

m Replace the shelf at the required
height. Ensure that it is securely
pushed back into position.

Adjusting the bottle holder

The bottle holder can be moved left or
right to create more room for drink car-
tons.

The bottle holder can be removed com-
pletely, for example for cleaning:

m Lift up the bottle shelf and pull it out.

m Detach the bottle holder from the
back edge of the bottle shelf.

Moving the shelf/shelf with
lighting

By adjusting the position of the shelf
with lighting in the refrigerator section,

you can change the illumination in this
section as required.

Stops prevent the shelves from being
dislodged by mistake.

!
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m The shelves can be adjusted accord-
ing to the height of the food:

1. Lift the shelf up slightly at the front.

2. Pull it forward a little and lift it until
the notch at the side is in line with
the shelf support. It can then be
raised or lowered to the required
level.

m Push in the shelf until it clicks into po-
sition.

The raised edge on the protective strip
at the back must face upward to pre-
vent food from touching the back of

the appliance and freezing to it.
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Adjusting the interior fittings

Adjusting the bottle rack

The bottle rack can be placed at differ-
ent positions in the appliance.

m Lift the bottle rack slightly at the front,
pull it forward a little, lift the recess
over the shelf supports, and move the
shelf up or down.

The stop bar at the back must face up-
ward to prevent the bottles from touch-
ing the back wall.

PerfectFresh drawers

The drawers in the PerfectFresh zone
are on telescopic rails, and can be re-
moved for filling, emptying, or cleaning
purposes:

To make it easier to pull out the draw-
ers, remove the bottle shelf from the

appliance door.

m Pull the drawers out as far as they will
go.
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m Holding the sides of the drawer at the
back, lift it up and then pull it forward
and out.

Push the runners back in again to
avoid damaging them!

m Carefully pull out the lid between the
drawers slightly, and lift it down and
out.

Be careful not to wash away the spe-
cial lubricant in the telescopic run-
ners during cleaning.

Wipe the telescopic runners with a
damp cloth to clean them.

m To replace the drawer lid, insert it
from beneath into the holders, and
push it back until it clicks into place.

Inserting the fruit and vegetable drawer
m Push the runners back in completely
and then place the drawers on them.

m Push the drawer into the appliance
until it clicks into position.



Adjusting the interior fittings

Moving the carbon filter

The carbon filter with KKF-FF holder
(Active AirClean) is available as an op-
tional accessory (see “Accessories -
Optional accessories”).

The holder for the carbon filters sits on
the protective strip at the back of the
adjustable shelf.

m To move the carbon filter, pull the
holder up and off the protective strip.

When you are storing very strong-
smelling food (e.g., cheese):

- Place the holder with the carbon fil-
ters on the adjustable shelf where this
food is being kept.

- Change the carbon filters sooner if
necessary.

- Use additional carbon filters (with
holders) in the appliance (see “Acces-
sories — Optional accessories”).

The refrigerator section and the Perfect-
Fresh zone defrost automatically.

Condensate and ice can build up on the
back wall of the refrigerator section and
the PerfectFresh zone while the com-
pressor is running. You do not need to
remove this, as it will defrost and evap-
orate automatically with the warmth
generated by the compressor.

The condensate drains through a chan-
nel and drain pipe into an evaporation
system at the back of the appliance.

& The condensate must always be
able to drain properly.

Keep the condensate channel and
drain hole clean to enable this.

& WARNING! DANGER of electric
shock!

Unplug the appliance or trip the cir-
cuit breaker.

Make sure that water cannot get into
the electronic unit or into the lighting
or the metal discs (contacts) in the
left-hand shelf supports.

Cleaning water must not get into the
drain hole.

Do not use a steam cleaner. Steam
from a steam cleaning appliance
could reach the electrical compo-
nents and cause a short circuit.

The data plate located inside the ap-
pliance must not be removed. It con-
tains information which is required in
the event of a service call.

Cleaning agents

Cleaning and conditioning agents
used inside the appliance must be
food safe.

To avoid damaging the surfaces of your
appliance, do not use

- cleaning products containing soda,
ammonia, acid, or chloride,

- lime scale removers,

- abrasive cleaning products, such as
scouring powder, scouring liquid, or
pumice stones,

- cleaners containing solvents,
- stainless steel cleaners,

- dishwasher detergent,

- oven sprays,

- glass cleaning agents,

- hard, abrasive sponges and brushes,
such as pot scrubbers,

- eraser sponges,
- sharp metal scrapers.

We recommend using a clean sponge,

lukewarm water with a little liquid dish

soap to clean the surfaces of the appli-
ance.

With the help of the following guide minor faults in the performance of the ma-
chine, some of which may result from incorrect operation, can be remedied with-
out contacting the Service Department.

This guide may help you to find the reason for the fault, and how to correct it.

To prevent cold from escaping, open the appliance doors as little as possible un-
til the fault has been corrected.

If installed in a run of units, make sure
that the top edge of the cabinet door
is at the same height as neighboring
unit doors.

The cabinet door must be installed
level, and not under tension.

The next section gives instructions on
how to install a cabinet door that is at
least 5/8" - 3/4" (16 - 19 mm) thick.

m The distance between the appliance
door and the mounting frame is set to
5/16" (8 mm) at the factory. Check
this distance and adjust it if neces-
sary.

m Push the installation aids @ to the
height of the cabinet door. The lower
contact edge X of the installation aids
must be at the same height as the
upper edge of the cabinet door to be
installed (A symbol).
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Tip: Push up the installation aids @ to-
gether with the cabinet front until they
are at the same height as the neighbor-
ing unit doors.

m Unscrew the nuts 3 and remove the
mounting frame @ together with the
installation aids .

(On raised paneled doors,
only use 4 screws on the edges.) Pre-
drill holes into the cabinet door if nec-
essary.

Turn them around and push them all
the way into the middle slots on the
mounting frame for safekeeping.

m Attach the side cover 2 to the
mounting frame on the side opposite
the hinge.

Electrical connection

& Danger of electric shock!

The appliance must only be switched
on when it has been installed in ac-
cordance with the installation in-
structions.

Ground the appliance.

The appliance must not be grounded
via a gas pipe.

If in doubt, have a suitably qualified
and experienced electrician check
that the installation complies with rel-
evant regulations.

Do not install a fuse into neutral cur-
rent or grounding electrical circuit.
Do not use extension cords or un-
grounded (two prong) adapters.

Do not use a frayed or damaged
power cord.

& Danger of electric shock!

For protection against electric shock
this appliance is equipped with a
pole-free plug which is protected
against reverse polarity. The plug
must be grounded in the usual way.
Do not remove the round grounding
connector pin from the plug.

Use only a grounded plug adapter.

Wait for 1 hour after installation before
plugging the appliance into the power
supply. This allows coolant and refriger-
ator oil to settle in accordance with reg-
ulations.

Ensure that the voltage of the main
power supply corresponds with the
connection voltage of the appliance. A
power supply of 110 - 120 V, 60 Hz and
15 Amp (20 Amp for side-by-side instal-
lation) with a NEMA 5-15 molded plug,
which is protected by a main switch or
a fuse, is required to operate the appli-
ance.

The manufacturer recommends operat-
ing the appliance on a separate circuit
to avoid overloading the electrical cir-
cuit.

All relevant legal electrical, fire and
building regulations must be observed
when installing the socket and/or the
appliance.

In certain countries appliances are re-
quired to be connected to the electrical
supply via a wall-mounted ON/OFF
switch.

To avoid the risk of fire, electric shock
or other injuries installation and connec-
tion of the appliance must be carried
out by a suitably qualified electrician in
accordance with all relevant local and
national regulations and standards, in-
cluding fire prevention.
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Installation

The outlet must be easily accessible in
an emergency so that the appliance can
be quickly disconnected from the elec-
trical supply in case of an emergency.

The socket must be located so that the
upper edge is a maximum

82" (2100 mm) distance from the upper
edge of the base of the kitchen cabinet.

If the outlet is no longer accessible
once the appliance has been installed,
an all-pole disconnect device with a
contact opening of at least 1/8" (3 mm)
must be present on site. The discon-
nect device may be circuit breaker, a
fuse, or a contactor (compliant with lo-
cal regulations).

The plug and power cord must not
come into contact with the back of the
appliance as vibrations can cause dam-
age to these components. This, in turn,
could result in a short circuit.

Do not plug in other devices behind this
appliance.
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Do not connect the appliance to an in-
verter such as those used with an au-
tonomous energy source e.g. solar
power. When switched on, peak loads
in the system can cause the safety
switch-off mechanism to be triggered.
This can damage the electronic unit.
The appliance must not be used with
so-called energy-saving devices ei-
ther. These reduce the amount of en-
ergy supplied to the appliance, causing
it to overheat.

If the power cord needs to be replaced,
this must be done by a qualified techni-
cian.
